To calculate GPA for major or minor:

On major or minor form, post all grades received.  
To obtain Quality Points (QP), multiply grade by semester hours (SH) (as noted above)

Total all Quality Points and total all Semester Hours

Divide Semester Hours into Quality Points to obtain GPA.

(Example: a ‘B’ = 3 points with a 3-hour course = 9

QP divided by SH; 9 divided by 3 = 3)
When calculating GPA, do not include hours with grades of 

TR, AP, CR, CLEP, etc.

Honors = A (do count)

Pass/Fail = S (don’t count)

Don’t count grade of ‘P’ also
