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2009-2010 SENIOR HALL POLICIES
All students living in Senior Hall must follow the policies stated below.  These policies are subject to change at the discretion of Presbyterian College and the Office of Residence Life.

1. Only students attending PC shall be allowed to live in the apartment.

2. Residents must abide by the upperclassmen check-in and check-out dates as established by the Office of Residence Life.  These dates also include when Campus Housing officially closes for breaks (Thanksgiving, Christmas, and Spring Breaks).    

3. Residents agree that they shall personally use and occupy the premises solely as a private dwelling.  No subletting will be permitted of any part of the premises without prior approval of PC.

4. The Residents have read, understood, and had the ability to clarify any confusion regarding the PC 2009-2010 Residence Hall Community Living Policies.  Residents hereby agree to follow and abide by all of the provisions of the 2009-2010 Residence Hall Community Living Policies.

5. Residents must abide by the provisions set forth in the following Senior Hall Covenant.  The provisions of the Senior Hall Covenant are as follows:

(a) "I agree to respect the ecologically sensitive location of The Senior Hall.  I pledge that I will conduct myself in a manner that will not negatively affect the appearance or serenity of the adjacent grounds, this includes, but is not limited to, the prohibition of the following actions: littering, playing loud music, and aggravating animals or guests of the college."

(b) "I agree that I will take part in a Hall-wide recycling program by depositing all aluminum, glass, and plastic in the recycling bin found in the Hall Lobby."

(c) "I agree to participate in at least one of the planned Senior Hall events each semester."

By living in Senior Hall, Residents agree to abide by the provisions of the Senior Hall Covenant and understand that failure to do so may result in forced removal from the Hall.

6. Students are not permitted to live in Senior Housing (Townhouses, Senior Hall, and Scottish Arms Apartments) for more than one academic year.
