RSO Rules & Regulations: (Please read carefully)

· The Senate shall be composed of one representative  (Senator) of each recognized student organization (RSO), whether it is the RSO’s president or designated representative

· We understand that being a RSO at Presbyterian College is a privilege and that we are expected to fulfill our responsibilities fully each year and agree to this contract.

· We are responsible for the progress of the organization, both in development of leadership skills of the members and the effectiveness of the mission and for upholding the merit of the organization through our actions.

· We understand that as individuals we are responsible for taking an active role as members and contribute to the organizational projects with our ideas and time, that we must keep in constant  contact with our Exec. Council and Faculty Advisor to let him/her know the status of the organization and that if holding a position on the Executive Council, that we must set a positive example and attend regularly scheduled meetings.

· We are committed: to schedule and hold regular meetings, to participate in one hour of service to the campus and/or local community per semester and to have documentation of this service.  Participating in the SGA recycling project is required and will count for only one semester of your service obligation.   If documentation of service is requested by SGA Exec. Council, it must be presented.   

· We understand that as a privilege of RSO status, we may be able to apply for SGFC Funds that will be used for campus wide events that will promote community and spirit amongst the PC Community.  In order to acquire these funds, an application must be filled out justifying all expenditures of the organization.  We acknowledge that denial of SGFC funds or reduction in funds requested may occur and that an appeal may be filed to the SGA President for further review of said case.  

· We agree to maintain a statement of purpose and abide by our Constitution while involving our faculty advisor in our general meetings in an effort to accomplish our goals and objectives.

· Each RSO representative will be required to attend Senate Meetings.  There are no excused absences.  Upon the third absence, RSO status is revoked.  In order to be reinstated as an RSO, organizations will be required to complete two hours of community service per member.  Community service events must occur after the date of the third absence.  Documentation must be presented to the SGA President upon completion of said hours of service before possibility of reinstatement.  Each RSO should know that while their status is revoked that they may not have any functions of any kind until reinstatement.   

· If it comes to attention of SGA President or Executive Council that an RSO is acting in a manner that defies the rules and regulations of SGA, a hearing will be issued.  The hearing may result in the revokement of SGFC funds, and/or RSO status.  If the infraction is of a grave nature, it will be presented before the Vice President of Student Life.*

· Note. If at any time a decision of the Executive Council is to be contested an appeal may be requested to the SGA President and faculty advisor.  The hearing will be then issued by the Vice President of Student Life, at his discretion.

Presbyterian College’s Honor Code applies to this document.  Any misrepresentation will result in an investigation.  Understanding these Rules & Regulations, we hereby request RSO status for the 2006-2007 academic year.
